Thomas Community Church 
Originated in 1938.  The name was derived from William Thomas, who donated the property to build the first Thomas school, located north of the current location.  Our first pastor was Rev. Lester Massingale.

Several other ministers, including Ed Replogle, pastured the church until it closed down in 1942.  In 1946 Rev & Mrs. F.P. Copeland of Dumas, Texas came to the area, received permission to reopen the church and pastored until 1949.
